Homework Policy
Work done at home is a valuable and essential part of school work.
“homework is important at all stages in a child’s education” and that “used properly it extends the challenge open to the pupil and ensures that teaching time is used to maximum effect”.

Introduction
There is no doubt that well organised homework policies do raise standards and help schools to improve their provision and their partnership with parents.  We set several homework’s per week depending on topic or project work. We will review this after each academic year in consultation with parents (through the parental questionnaire).  This will allow the children to get used to the process.
Aims
Through homework set at Longroyde Junior School, we aim to help pupils make progress in their learning.
Homework will help consolidate and reinforce skills and understanding, particularly in literacy and numeracy.
It will allow pupils to exploit resources and materials for learning, of all kinds, at home.
Homework will provide opportunities to develop the partnership between parents, pupils and school.
It will provide opportunities for parents and pupils to work together sharing and enjoying learning experiences.
Homework will encourage pupil’s confidence and self-discipline when working on their own and so prepare pupils for the requirements of high school.
Our aim is to take the needs of individual pupils into account.
Home-school agreement
If homework is to be effective, it is essential that parents support school in this policy.  To this end parents must agree to work with pupils at home.  An outline of the homework tasks will be provided by the class teacher, so that pupils and parents are made aware of the requirements of each homework.
As children grow older, the purposes of homework will change. Young children may need an adult to be actively involved in a homework activity.  This close involvement with an interested adult to talk about what they are learning is encouraging and supportive for the child.  Older children, through homework, should be able to develop the skills of independent learning.

The role of the parents and carers in supporting pupils
Parents can help their child achieve success through homework and the following points are essential:-
· Provide a reasonably peaceful and suitable place in which children can do their homework - alone or, more often for younger children, together with an adult.
· To make it clear to children that they value homework and support in explaining how it can help their learning within school.
· To encourage pupils and praise them when they have completed homework.  Parents must take a positive and active interest in all homework activities.
· To help the child organise their time well so that work is not left until the last minute or forgotten.
· To contact school if faced with a problem regarding homework that parents cannot resolve.  This contact can be done through the homework diary to the class teacher.
Pupils organising their homework
· The older pupils will be given a school planner by the class teacher.
· Pupils may complete their homework at the homework club on Mondays and Fridays in class j8.
· Staff will mark or respond to homework regularly and in a way that is helpful to pupils.
Rewards
Pupils are encouraged through praise and being rewarded for their achievements. Parents should give praise to their child when real effort has been put in to a homework activity.
The school rewards system of raffle tickets and star awards will be used by the class teacher.
Pupils who fail to complete a homework task will be asked to complete the task at school/home following discussion with the teacher.
We do expect completed homework to be given in on time. This gives pupils valuable experience of working to a deadline.  If homework is not given in, appropriate action is taken.
· The class teacher will have a discussion with the pupil to see what are the reasons for the failure to hand work in.
· The class teacher may contact the parents.
· Pupils may be told to complete the homework during a lunchtime break.
